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Colorado’s 66th General Assembly began with a 
bang (of a gavel that is) in January.  The AAP Legisla-
tive Committee has been hard at work ever since.  Each 
week a small group of AAP volunteers reviews legisla-
tion and takes positions on bills on behalf of our organi-
zation.  While there are many bills of interest, there are 
four in particular we are actively working to pass:

SB 130:  Medical Home for Children, 
Senator Betty Boyd

q As part of the cover All Kids by 2010 coalition, 
the AAP played a leadership role in the development of 
this bill.  We worked with various stakeholders from the 
provider, mental health care, and family advocacy com-
munities to develop a “Medical Home” definition to be 
included in Colorado statute.  This measure specifically 
directs HCPF to provide this defined Medical Home to 
as many MDC/CHP recipients as possible, in order to 
improve their overall quality of care.  The bill passed it’s 
first committee and will next be heard by Senate Ap-
propriations.  

SB 211:  Improvements to Health Care for Children, 	
	 Senator Bob Hagedorn

q This bill works toward simplifying the application 
process and would provide continuous coverage for 
children in a more streamlined and efficient fashion.  In 
addition, SB 211 addresses issues of quality and advises 
HCPF to explore establishing an expert committee and 
possibly a medical director to specifically address the 
quality of services received by kids.  The bill will be 
heard by its first committee the end of March. 

SB 4:  Early Intervention, 
Senator Brandon Shaffer
q If Senate Bill 4 is passed, this measure will streamline the 
availability and provision of early intervention services for 
children, birth to 3, under public or private insurance pro-
grams.  Senate Bill 4 passed its first committee unanimously 
and will soon be heard by the Appropriations Committee. 

HB 1347:  Immunization Tracking System,
 Representative Andy Kerr
q Through this legislation, Colorado’s Immunization In-
formation System would be expanded to include newborn 
screenings and adult immunizations.  Again, AAP played a 
significant role behind the scenes helping craft this very im-
portant piece of legislation.  The bill will be heard in its first 
committee towards the end of March.  

q A Special Thank you to Dr’s. Steve Berman, Bill Camp-
bell, Steve Federico, Karen Leamer, Steve Poole, Jim Shira, 
and JamesTodd for their willingness to participate in coali-
tion efforts on behalf of the AAP, as well as for their willing-
ness to testify at the State Capitol, meet with elected offi-
cials, and represent our organization to Colorado’s political 
community.

Exhibition (NCE)
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transfusion, another family member must donate blood in return,” noted 
Amy Shriver. The residents were also amazed by the lack of urgent care 
resources at Cayetano. “Ambulances are pretty much just a van with a 
cot. Patients are considered lucky if an ambulance contains an oxygen 
tank. Typically no one in the ambulance is trained in CPR,” noted Emily 
Kevan.  In addition, there is a shortage of pediatric ventilators. “Students 
were scheduled in 10 minute blocks to bag-mask ventilate a neonate in 
the emergency department for several hours until the patient could be 
transferred to the ICU,” said Emily. Despite the difference in available 
resources and funding, the level of education and medical care were 
impressively similar. “Residents rotated on similar schedules, gave similar 
presentations, and developed similar assessments and plans.” 

El Hospital De Ninos is a large 600-bed tertiary care center in the center 
of Lima. Amy and Emily spent a week working closely with the head of 
the Infectious Disease and Epidemiology service, Dr. Eduardo Cansela. 
They had the opportunity to care for patients with illnesses not commonly 
seen in the U.S., such as neonatal tetanus, TB meningitis, malaria, and 
helminthic infections such as ascaris. 

The dichotomy of wealth in Lima became more evident to Amy and 
Emily as they toured the privately funded hospital. The facility had state 
of the art imaging equipment, private rooms, and modern ventilators 
and monitoring capabilities.  “Visiting the private hospital reinforced our 
experience with the varying level of care people in Lina receive as a result 
of their socioeconomic status,” said Amy and Emily.

In addition to working in the hospital, Amy, Emily and Erick enjoyed 
the varied climates and historical sites of Peru, including the island nature 
preserve called the Islas Ballestas, the sub-tropical mountain setting of 
Machu Picchu, and the steamy Amazon Jungle. 

Our relationship with the pediatricians in Lima was further strengthened 
when two other residents, Sofia Aliaga and Ingid Lundgrern, traveled 
to Lima in April 2006.  In May 2006, three residents, Meghan Norton, 
Rachael Estorge, and Samantha Woodruff spent a month working in the 
pediatric hospitals of Guatemala City.

It is difficult to judge what aspect of the ICHE experience as the most 
impact on residents:  learning about medical resources in third world 
countries, caring for patients with unusual illnesses, developing language 
skills, or traveling to exotic locations or the ruins of ancient civilizations.  
Whoever it may be, it is clear that residents return to Denver with a 
heightened appreciation for the language, culture, and medical practices 
of other countries.

Would you trade the snowy slopes of Summit County, Colorado, 
for the malarial muck of the Amazon Jungle? That is exactly what 
two pediatric residents from the Children’s Hospital in Denver 
decided to do in March of 2006. They spent a month working in 
various pediatric hospitals in Lima, Peru, and traveled to several 
remote regions of Peru including the Amazon jungle as part of 
the 6th year of the International Child Health Elective (ICHE). 
This program, which annually sends 3-12 second and third 
year residents to Central and South America, allows a unique 
opportunity for residents to improve their language skills as well 
as learn more about the culture, food, climate, politics, and ways 
medicine is practiced in other countries. 

The newest addition to the ICHE is the blog website www.
iche.squarespace.com where residents post discussions of daily 
occurrences, impressions of their travels, or interesting case 
presentations. Residents and faculty from Denver and other 
countries can respond to the blogs. The site enhances the ICHE 
experience by providing a real-time connection to experiences of 
residents traveling abroad.

Prior to initiating their travels, the participating students along 
with their advisors meet periodically to discuss details of the 
travel, hear about past travel experiences, discuss goals of the 
visit, and discuss cultural differences as well as differences in 
medical practices. The open forum style of the meetings adds to 
the feeling that people are there to share experiences and learn 
from each other.

The ICHE regularly sends residents to Lima, Peru, Guatemala 
City, Guatemala, and Quito, Ecuador. The valued connections 
between faculty at TCH and faculty at programs in Guatemala, 
Peru, and Ecuador make facilitate the ICHE experience. For 
example, Dr. Jacinto Hernandez, former director of Pediatrics at 
Hospital de Nino in Lima, also promotes the exchange between 
Denver residents and residents from Lima, who travel yearly to 
the children’s hospital for an international medical experience. 
Dr. Ricardo Menendez, head of the ICU at Roosevelt Hospital in 
Guatemala City provides a valuable connection, and has hosted 
residents who travel there.

These faculty members make the transition of living and 
working in a foreign country easier, more informative, and 
more enjoyable.

In 2005-2006, eight residents participated in the Child Health 
elective. In March 2006, Emily Kevan, Erick Forno and Amy 
Shriver traveled to Lima, Peru. They spent 2 weeks working 
at Cayetano, the community-based hospital, and 1 week at 
El Hospital De Ninos, the Children’s Hospital.   They also 
toured a privately funded pediatric hospital.  The shortage 
of resources at Cayetano made an impact on the residents.   
“Patients are required to purchase their medications prior to 
receiving treatment, and if a family member requires a blood

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Information on Breastfeeding Resources for 
Pediatricians,

Colorado Breastfeeding Coordinator 

A section of the Colorado Chapter AAP website on resources 
on breastfeeding and human milk for health care professionals 
has recently been completed coloradoaap.org.  This is a list and 
brief description of resources that Maya Bunick MD, IBCLC 
and I, along with other people from the Colorado Breastfeeding 
Taskforce, thought would be helpful to pediatricians.  

The first section of the resource list consists of online web-
based resources.  This includes a general breastfeeding 
education program, the reference to the American Academy 
of Pediatrics’ policy on breastfeeding, as well as, information 
on the members’ only Section of Breastfeeding Medicine.  Of 
particular importance under the Section of Breastfeeding is a 
pamphlet called “Supporting Breastfeeding and Lactation, a 
Primary Care Pediatrician’s Guide to Getting Paid.” Which is 
available as a four-page PDF, that you can print out and use 
in your practice. 

Two other web sites that we think are of particular importance  
to pediatricians are also listed.  The website of the Academy of 
Breastfeeding Medicine, which is an organization consisting 
of physicians of different specialties with an interest in 
breastfeeding.  On their website, they have protocols that are 
evidence-based regarding breastfeeding practices, including 
breastfeeding the near-term infant, mastitis, human milk 
storage, model hospital breastfeeding policy and other issues.  
For those of you have questions or would like to change or 
improve your hospital’s policies or procedures regarding 
breastfeeding, this is the best source of evidence-based policies 
written by physicians with an interest in breastfeeding.  

The second site that we want to highlight is a new site called 
LactMED.  This is a drugs and lactation database that is 
located on TOXNET, the toxicology data network website 
of the National Library of Medicine.  This website has 
information on the usage of drugs during lactation, including 
an overall summary of usage during breastfeeding, effects on 
breastfeeding and lactation, and  possible alternative drugs to 
consider.  It is an excellent resource.  Not all drugs are listed 
but more are being added.  

The second section of  the resources has information on other 
organizations that might be helpful, including how to find 
a local La Leche League group, the Human Milk Banking 
Association of North America, the Center for Disease Control, 
the International Lactation Consultant Association, Medela, 
and the Colorado Breast-feeding Taskforce. 

The Third section of the resources list includes books and 

journals that are available for health care professionals and

those that we recommend for parents.  Many of the books 
that are written for parents are also very helpful for health 
care professionals as they are written in an easy to read 
manner that people can understand.  Once you have read 
them you can decide if they are appropriate to recommend 
to your patients, particularly if you are seeing mothers for 
prenatal visits.

Assuring Better Child Health and Development 
(ABCD) Project: Integrating Developmental 

Screening and Surveillance in Primary Care Practice

Early identification of children with developmental and behavioral 
delays is important in primary care practice, and well-child visits 
provide an ideal opportunity to discuss child development with parents 
and perform developmental screening on children. 

The Assuring Better Child Health and Development (ABCD) Project is 
focused on promoting the use of standardized developmental screening 
tools in primary health care settings to help increase early identification 
of developmental concerns.  The Arapahoe County Early Childhood 
Council has been piloting the ABCD model over the past two years. 
Eileen Bennett, the Arapahoe ABCD Coordinator, has been working 
with primary care practices in Arapahoe and Douglas counties, such as 
Advanced Pediatrics, Rocky Mountain Youth, and Kaiser Permanente, 
to use the Ages and Stages Questionnaire in their well child visits in 
order to assure that children who need further evaluation are referred for 
early childhood intervention services.  Likewise, Eileen is working with 
local partners to strengthen the communication from the local Early 
Childhood Connections Program back to the primary care practice, 
so they know they status of the referral and any services for which the 
child is determined eligible.  All of this work contributes tremendously 
to a coordinated system of services and supports for young children and 
their families in Arapahoe and Douglas Counties.

Building on this local work, the ABCD State Team was formed in July 
2006 and has been receiving technical assistance from North Carolina’s 
ABCD Project. The ABCD State Team is hosting a web conference to 
promote opportunities for replicating the ABCD work throughout the 
state. Please participate in the ABCD web conference on Wednesday, 
May 9, 2007, 1-5 PM to hear more about how you can integrate this 
project into your practice. 

A Provider’s Perspective on the ABCD Project, by Ann Petersen-Smith, 
MS, AC-CPNP, Advanced Pediatrics

Advanced Pediatric Associates made the decision about a year ago 
to do a pilot study for the ABCD Project using the Ages and Stages 
Questionnaire (ASQ) at the sixth, twelve and eighteen-month well-
baby visits. It was clear that it was the right thing to do! All members, 
providers, medical assistants, receptionists, and medical records 
participated in an hour-long orientation process, learning how to 
incorporate the ASQ into our daily routines. Every member of the staff 
had a job to do. In a very short time, the ASQ became a part of every 
well child visit for which there was ASQ available. 
	
The ASQ has added a new dimension to the quality of patient care 
at Advanced Pediatric Associates. Our children receive a standardized 
developmental screening and their families are provided with a sense 
of current developmental functioning and information to help them 
help there children succeed. Children who need formal evaluation are 
referred in a much more consistent, timely manner and the 

referral process is much more streamlined. Our children are 
getting the developmental help they need. Additionally, the 
team approach to administering the ASQ has continued 
with a commitment to provide the highest developmental 
care to the families at Advanced Pediatric Associates. 

The Academy provides superlative educational 
programs for health professionals who are focused on 
the needs of children and families.  From face-to-face 
CME to a variety of on-line opportunities, general and 
subspecialist pediatricians can be assured that their 
practices are “state of the art.” 

The AAP prepares pediatricians to be effective 
leaders and advocates, and coordinates national and 
state advocacy efforts.  As a member of the North 
Carolina Chapter’s leadership since 1985, I could 
not imagine trying to address the advocacy agenda in 
our state without the assistance of the AAP and the 
Chapter.  Our collective advocacy benefits children 
and their families, AND assures that pediatricians are 
adequately paid for working daily to improve the child 
health system.
